A Research Process
	What is your topic?



	Explore & gather background information (Search the web, use Reference Books & Library catalogs to find relevant chapters in books; Ask Librarian).



	Organize sources & note possible search terms & phrases.


	Search for more information specific to your topic on the web. 



	Organize sources, read & take notes. Make outline. 


	Refine your topic; what is your research question?


	Break the research question into chunks or search terms/phrases.



	Find academic articles specific to your topic using a library article database (Ask Librarian).


	Organize sources; read & take notes, make outline; begin to plan paper. 


	Search for more information to fill in gaps. 


	Cite your sources (Try NoodleBib or Library Citation Guide; Ask Librarian).
