Please note you are welcome to ship items to campus; packages that arrive prior to July 1st will be brought to the 
student’s room and will be available upon arrival. Items arriving after July 1st will be available for student pick-up.

Each student is provided with these basics:  
• Bed & mattress (80-inch twin long) 
• Chest of drawers 
• Wardrobe or closet

You will need to provide your own:  
• Reliable and easily managed alarm clock 
• Pillows, sheets (80-inch twin long), blanket 
• Towels & toiletries  
• A fan (strongly recommended) 
• Wastebasket 
• Clothes hangers 
• Book bag or backpack 
• Reusable water bottle 
• Sunscreen and bug repellant 

You may wish to bring:  
• Spending money (ATM available on campus) 
• Non-halogen reading light 
• Flashlight 
• Laptop or internet enabled tablet 
• Masks & hand sanitizer 
•Cell phone 
•Small Bluetooth speakers 
• Study lamp (non-halogen) 
• Extension cords (with a built-in surge-protector) 
• A USB flash drive (this will aid in the use of public 
computers and printing) 
• Laundry bag 
• Shower shoes 
• Shower tote 
• Small refrigerator 
 

 
Things you may NOT have in the residence halls:  
• No open flames or heating coils (Including matches, candles, incense, toaster ovens, lanterns, space heaters) 
• No alcohol, alcohol containers, illicit or non-prescribed drugs, or drug paraphernalia 
• No explosives, firearms, knives, firecrackers, or weapons. 
• No decorations that hang from the ceiling 
• No pets 
• No wooden constructions (lofts) or over-stuffed furniture. 
• No cigarettes or tobacco products. Vermont state law prohibits the use of tobacco products by minors. 
• Halogen lamps (these are a fire hazard), or string lights 
 
 The college reserves the right to have a student remove an item not on the list that is deemed a fire or safety 
concern. If you are unsure about an item, email the Student Affairs Office BEFORE you pack it

 Pack wisely! All your belongings must be able to fit on your side of the room. The college cannot be held liable for any 
lost, broken stolen belongings, (students will be provided with a key to lock their room) so please use discretion when 
deciding what to bring. Irreplaceable items should be left at home. We strongly suggest that if valuables are brought to 
campus, they are covered under the family’s homeowner’s policy. Alternately, it may be a good idea to consider 
purchasing renter’s insurance for the duration of the program.
